INVITATION TO STAKEHOLDERS TO SUBMIT VIEWS ON THE MID-TERM REVIEW OF EXAMINATION SYLLABUSES


INTRODUCTION


KASNEB is established by the Accountants Act, No.15 of 2008 which took effect from 30 December 2008 and the Certified Public Secretaries of Kenya Act, Cap 534.


The mandate of KASNEB is the development of syllabuses, conduct of professional and technician examinations and certification of candidates in accountancy, finance, governance and management, information technology among other related disciplines; the promotion of its qualifications nationally and internationally and the accreditation of relevant training institutions.


NEED FOR A MID-TERM REVIEW OF EXAMINATION SYLLABUSES


The current examination syllabuses of KASNEB came into effect on 1 July 2009 and were examined for the first time in the November/December 2009 sitting.  The examination syllabuses are of high quality and benchmarked with international standards and best practice.


In an effort to further improve the syllabuses, KASNEB has embarked on a mid-term review of these syllabuses.  This mid-term review has been necessitated by the following factors, among others;


The promulgation of The Kenya Constitution 2010 on Friday, 27 August 2010.  This Constitution has radically altered the manner in which political, social and economic issues will be dealt with.  The syllabuses, therefore, have to be attuned to the new Constitutional dispensation.


New pronouncements and requirements by overarching international regulatory, oversight and professional bodies such as the International Federation of Accountants (IFAC), International Accounting Standards Board (IASB) and Corporate Secretaries International Association  (CSIA).


The growth of candidature in the examinations of KASNEB in the regional markets such as Rwanda, Burundi, Tanzania, Uganda, Southern Sudan as well as Cameroon.


The growth of candidature in the examinations of KASNEB into international markets beyond the East and Central Africa regions.


The need to continually infuse new and cutting edge content into the syllabuses in order to keep pace with developments in the ever-changing global knowledge industry.
